Providing medical and dental care in Asia 
“HOLT RIVERS” is a man many coworkers are glad to see. Holt helps 

direct funding to missionaries across Asia. Most of his Asian friends are 

not believers. They are divided into castes, similar to the upper 

class/lower class referred to in the U.S. Holt had hired a driver from a 
high caste to provide transportation for a volunteer team providing 

medical and dental care to members of the lowest caste. The driver was 
not a believer, but he was touched as the team went out to care for 

people considered as “untouchables.” After the team left, a local pastor 

told Holt that the driver had accepted Christ, acknowledging that His love 
surpasses any barrier, including those bestowed on an individual at birth.
