(John 8:12) 
    Then Jesus spoke to them again: “I am the light of the world. 
Anyone who follows Me will never walk in the darkness but will have 
the light of life.”  
 
I Am the Door of the Sheep 
(John 10: 7-9) 
7 So Jesus said again, “I assure you: I am the door of the sheep.  
8 All who came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep 
didn’t listen to them.  
9 I am the door. If anyone enters by Me, he will be saved and will 
come in and go out and find pasture.      
 
I Am the Good Shepherd 
(John 10: 11) 
     “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for 
the sheep.

    “I am the good shepherd.

(John 11:25)

I Am the Way, the Truth and the Life 
(John 14:6) 
    Jesus told him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes 
to the Father except through Me.

The one who remains in Me 
and I in him produces much fruit, because you can do nothing without 
Me.

48 He is like a man building a house, who dug deep and laid the 
foundation on the rock. When the flood came, the river crashed 
against that house and couldn’t shake it, because it was well built.  
49 But the one who hears and does not act is like a man who built a 
house on the ground without a foundation. The river crashed against 
it, and immediately it collapsed. And the destruction of that house was 
great!”
