Introduction:

"The Glory of Christ is in those who through Him have learned to endure

and suffer and to conquer, and to shine as Lights in a dark place."

(1) Consistent Faith Glorifies God! (Il Thess alonians 1;: 3—12)
3 We are bound to thank God always for you, brethren, as it is fitting,
because your faith grows exceedingly, and the love of every one of you
all abounds toward each other,
4 so that we ourselves boast of you among the churches of God for your
patience and faith in all your persecutions and tribulations that you
endure,
5 which is manifest evidence of the righteous judgment of God, that you
may be counted worthy of the kingdom of God, for which you also
suffer; 6 since it is a righteous thing with God to repay with tribulation
those who trouble you, 7 & to give you who are troubled rest with us
when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven with His mighty angels,
8 in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know God, and
on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ.
9 These shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the
presence of the Lord and from the glory of His power,
10 when He comes, in that Day, to be glorified in His saints and to be
admired among all those who believe, because our testimony among
you was believed.
11 Therefore we also pray always for you that our God would count you
worthy of this calling, and fulfill all the good pleasure of His goodness
and the work of faith with power,
12 that the name of our Lord Jesus Christ may be glorified in you, and
you in Him, according to the grace of our God and the Lord Jesus
Christ.

Verse 8 - Do Not "Know" God, Do Not "Obey" (Hearken) to God
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@1) The Just Shall Live by Faith

(Romans 1: 16 — 23)
16 For | am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of
God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for
the Greek.
17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it
IS written, “The just shall live by faith.”
18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness
and unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in
unrighteousness,
19 because what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God has
shown it to them.
20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly
seen, being understood by the things that are made, even His eternal
power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse,
21 because, although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God,
nor were thankful, but became futile in their thoughts, and their foolish
hearts were darkened.
22 Professing to be wise, they became fools,
23 and changed the glory of the incorruptible God into an image made
like corruptible man—and birds and four-footed animals and creeping
things.

Martin Luther's Life Was Changed Because of Habakkuk 2:4
(Habakkuk 2:4)
Behold the proud, His soul is not upright in him; But the just shall live
by his faith.
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The Faithful Are Honored! (Matthew 25: 31 — 46)
31 “When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy angels
with Him, then He will sit on the throne of His glory.
32 All the nations will be gathered before Him, and He will separate
them one from another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from the goats.
33 And He will set the sheep on His right hand, but the goats on the left.
34 Then the King will say to those on His right hand, ‘Come, you
blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the
foundation of the world:
35 for | was hungry and you gave Me food; | was thirsty and you gave
Me drink; | was a stranger and you took Me in;
36 | was naked and you clothed Me; | was sick and you visited Me; |
was in prison and you came to Me.’
37 “Then the righteous will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did we see
You hungry and feed You, or thirsty and give You drink?
38 When did we see You a stranger and take You in, or naked and
clothe You?
39 Or when did we see You sick, or in prison, and come to You?’
40 And the King will answer and say to them, ‘Assuredly, | say to you,
inasmuch as you did it to one of the least of these My brethren, you did
it to Me.’
41 “Then He will also say to those on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, you
cursed, into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels:
42 for | was hungry and you gave Me no food; | was thirsty and you
gave Me no drink;
43 | was a stranger and you did not take Me in, naked and you did not
clothe Me, sick and in prison and you did not visit Me.’
44 “Then they also will answer Him, saying, ‘Lord, when did we see You
hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not
minister to You?’
45 Then He will answer them, saying, ‘Assuredly, | say to you,
inasmuch as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do
it to Me.’
46 And these will go away into everlasting punishment, but the
righteous into eternal life.” Faith Honored
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(James 2: 14 — 24)

14 What does it profit, my brethren, if someone says he has faith but

does not have works? Can faith save him?

15 If a brother or sister is naked and destitute of daily food,

16 and one of you says to them, “Depart in peace, be warmed and

filled,” but you do not give them the things which are needed for the

body, what does it profit?

17 Thus also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead.

18 But someone will say, “You have faith, and | have works.” Show me

your faith without your works, and | will show you my faith by my works.

19 You believe that there is one God. You do well. Even the demons

believe—and tremble!

20 But do you want to know, O foolish man, that faith without works is

dead?

21 Was not Abraham our father justified by works when he offered Isaac

his son on the altar?

22 Do you see that faith was working together with his works, and by

works faith was made perfect?

23 And the Scripture was fulfilled which says, “Abraham believed God,

and it was accounted to him for righteousness.” And he was called the

friend of God.

24 You see then that a man is justified by works, and not by faith only.
